ORGANIST’S CORNER

Today is an “in-between” Sunday in Christmastide: The feast of
Christmas itself has come and gone, the wise men have not yet ar-
rived, and our secular new year has already begun. The organ music
today tips a hat to all of this. We met Nicolas Lebégue (ca. 1631-1702)
last Sunday in the postlude, and this morning we hear one of his Noél
settings. We met Wilbur Held (born 1914) back in November. He is a
highly respected American composer who set out to compose little
pieces for the organ because he felt there was a lack of teaching mate-
rial aimed at developing style and registration, especially for the ro-
mantic use of the organ. The offertory setting of We Three Kings comes
from his first and most popular publication: The Nativity Suite. The
postlude is based on a German chorale for New Year’s Day: In Thee Is
Joy. It is one of the Bach pieces most often given to fledgling organ
students after about a year of study.
